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Sunshine is a non-profit 501(c)3, self-supporting, interracial, non-denominational preschool/daycare open to all children 
from 6 weeks old and up to the age of 12 without regard to mental or physical handicap. Our program offers the young child 
a Curriculum based exploration in the areas of science, nature, language arts, music, mathematics, geography, drama, and 
physical education. Sunshine is designed to provide a secure, stimulating, and nurturing environment for your child when 
away from home, and to prepare them intellectually, emotionally, socially and physically. 
 
HISTORY OF SUNSHINE: 
1973 - Sunshine school opened our doors at the United Church of Christ with 80 children registered ages 3, 4 & 5, with a 
staff of 6. 
1975 - Two year olds were added to our program and we were open 12 months a year. 
1977 - One year olds were added to our program and we now have lots of diapers 
1980-81 - We formed a contract with the First Lutheran Church to rent several rooms to utilize for preschool. 
1982 - This is the year we added infant care and we really have diapers now. 
1986 - The start of the After School Program at Briggs Elementary School. 
1987 - The start of the Before School Program at Briggs Elementary School. 
Through a community effort, fund raising and a loan from FMHA, the building on Creslane Dr. was purchased.  Through 
staff effort and volunteer time the mini mall was renovated into our present center. 
1989 - November 1 opened our doors at Creslane Dr. 
1992 - Before School & After Program is now underway, on sight. 
 
Sunshine partners with the Maquoketa School District in the 4 year old volunteer preschool program, partners with Early 
Child Care Iowa with 3 year old preschool, have a Respite program  for families in need,  participate in the Quality Rating 
System for child care in Iowa, currently hold a 4 star rating, 5 being the highest.  Currently Sunshine has 33 staff members 
with over 200 years of experience, we serve 94 families 130 children. 
 
MISSION STATEMENT:  Sunshine Preschool & Daycare will encourage learning in a secure and stimulating environment. 
Motivated and caring staff create positive opportunities for children ages six weeks to twelve years of age, during their stay 
that help prepare them for life intellectually, emotionally, socially, and physically.
